The Qualification & Credit Framework (QCF)

The qualifications that we offer are part of the QCF and are
named Certificates or Diplomas dependent on their size.

Each qualification is made up of a number of units. Each unit
has a stated aim and is made up from learning outcomes;
each outcome is linked to a number of assessment criteria,
which must be completed successfully for you to achieve the
unit. Learning outcomes can cover skills that you can perform,
or knowledge that you can learn, or can sometimes cover a
combination of the two.

Each unit has a level and a credit value. The level tells you ho w
difficult it is and the credit value gives you an idea of how lon g
it will take to complete.
